On the palate great freshness and the archetypal Warre
elegance with vibrant fruit flavours and velvety tannins
lead to a long and persistent finish.

91 Robert Parker: Straightforward yet intense, ripe black
raspberry ligueur and cassis scents are followed by a
medium to full-bodied, elegant, restrained, balanced
port with moderately high tannin as well as outstanding
purity.
