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In the 1990s, the vat room and cellars were completely
renovated to incorporate new techniques and the latest
thinking in terms of vinification and ageing, while
preserving traditional know-how.

Tasting Note: Plenty of red fruit flavours are balanced
well by the oak. The firm tannins give the wine a classic
backbone, supporting a complex palate and long finish.
